
THE CORPORATION OF THE TOWNSHIP OF LAKE OF BAYS 
BY-LAW NO.  90-115 

 
 

A By-law to prohibit or regulate the obstruction, encumbering or fouling of 
highways or bridges. 
 

WHEREAS Section 315, of the Municipal Act, R.S.O. 1980, as amended provides for 
the Council of all Municipalities to pass by-laws for prohibiting or regulating the 
obstruction, encumbering, inuring or fouling of highways or bridges; and to prevent other 
obstruction on highways: 
 
NOW THEREFORE THE COUNCIL OF THE CORPORATION OF THE TOWNSHIP OF 
LAKE OF BAYS ENACTS AS FOLLOWS: 
 
1. No person shall obstruct, encumber, injure or foul any highway or bridge within 

the Municipality. 
 

2. No person shall erect any doorstep, porch or other erection, projecting into or 
over any highway; and any person who has done so shall remove it forthwith. 
 

3. No person shall build or maintain a fence or deposit firewood or any other thing 
calculated to obstruct it or interfere with any public travel on it, on any highway or 
bridge within the Municipality; and ay person who has done same, shall remove 
same forthwith. 
 

4. No person shall throw, place or deposit dirt, filth, glass, handbills, paper or other 
rubbish or refuse, or the carcass of any animal, on any highway or bridge. 
 

5. No person shall obstruct any ditch or culvert on a highway. 
 

6. Any person who contravenes this by-law is guilty of an offence, and upon 
conviction is liable to a fine of not more than $2,000.00 (two thousand dollars). 
 

7. Any person required to remove an obstruction or anything under this by-law shall 
do so forthwith at his expense and in default of his doing so, the Corporation may 
do it, and recover the expense of same by action; or in the same manner as 
Municipal taxes if such obstruction or other thing is done in connection with 
property owned by the person required to do it. 
 

8. This by-law does not apply to those obstructions which are authorized by the 
Municipality.
